• Complete, print and submit one resume and one 
self-assessment (available on the ―about me‖ tab 
  on Naviance)

Recommendations 
• Ask your teachers for their recommendation 

early in person and repeat request on Naviance

provide a stamped, addressed envelope for each

• Insert a stamped, self-addressed postcard into 
  each envelope so you will know when the

Deadlines for Applications 
 • All required materials must be submitted to 

Guidance 2 weeks before the college’s deadline 
(although you may bring them earlier) 

 

• To have your applications and support materials 
submitted by Thanksgiving recess, you must bring all 
required materials to Guidance by November 11, 
2011;  applications to be sent by the winter break 
must be submitted to Guidance by December 2, 
2011. 

 

• When you are ready to submit applications, it is 
mandatory that you make an appointment with your 
counselor.
