How to….

…. write an introductory paragraph

1. Begin with a ​general statement about the topic.  An easy way to do this is to define the topic given, but there are also many other ways.

2. Further explain this topic by providing an example.  This should be an example from a different work, a movie, or real life.  

3. Now a transition must be given to link the example with the specific work about which you are writing.

4. End with a thesis statement.  This statement must include the following things:

a. author of work

b. title of work 

c. genre (type of literature)

d. three points (these will be the basis for your three body paragraphs)

How to….

…. write body paragraphs

Use the following format for each body paragraph:

1. Begin with a statement about your first thesis point. 

2. Then provide examples to prove this point.  

3. Add quotations to reinforce what you are proving.  Remember to set up, deliver, and explain each quotation.  (You only need one per body paragraph, so choose something relevant).

4. Always end each paragraph by referring back to the thesis point.  This can be done by summarizing the paragraph (what is the point?) or by leading into your next thesis point.

· Never end with a quotation!!!!!!!!!

How to….

…. write a conclusion

1. Begin by restating your thesis.  This is the last sentence in your introductory paragraph.

2. Summarize each of your thesis points.  This can be done in one to three sentences.  Do not introduce any new information here.

3. Come full circle back to your general statement.  This is the 1st sentence in your introductory paragraph.  Try to link what you have written with this general statement.  How are they alike or different?
