	Subject
	This is the part of the sentence about which something is being said. The simple subject is the main word in that part of the sentence. It may help you to think of it as the “ doer” of the verb. 
	John threw the ball.

Sarah is a doctor.

	Predicate
	This is the part of the sentence that says something about the subject. The simple predicate or verb is an action or linking word or words that says something about the subject.
	John threw the ball.

Sarah is a doctor.

	Complement
	All four of the parts of the sentence following this are complements. They complete the thought of the sentence. 
	

	Direct Object
	This is one type of complement. It will always follow an action verb. It answers the question what or whom after the action verb. It will be a noun or a pronoun.
	John threw the ball.

	Indirect Object
	This is another type of complement that follows an action verb. It answers the question to whom or for whom after the verb. It will also be a noun or a pronoun.
	John threw me the ball.

	Predicate Nominative
	This is a complement that follows a linking verb and refers back to the subject. It will be a noun or a pronoun.
	Sarah is a doctor.

	Predicate Adjective
	This is another type of complement that follows a linking verb. It describes the noun. It is the only complement that is an adjective.
	Sarah is pretty.
