	Prepositional (adjective)
	A group of words beginning with a preposition and ending with a noun or pronoun- this group of words modifies a noun or pronoun; it answers the questions what kind, which one, how many
	The members of the freshman class are planning a dance.

	Prepositional (adverb)
	A group of words beginning with a preposition and ending with a noun or pronoun- this group of words modifies a verb, adjective, or adverb; it answers the questions when, where, how, how much, or how far
	I waited on line for ten minutes.

	Verbal
The following three types of phrases are all verbal phrases.
	Verbals are forms of verbs that do the work of other parts of speech in a sentence.
	  

	Participial
	A participle is a verb used as an adjective. When it has modifiers or complements, it becomes a participial phrase. A present participle always ends in  ing. A past participle often ends in d or ed but a variety of endings are possible.
	Leaping the fence, the cat surprised me.
Defeated teams should congratulate the winners.

	Gerund
	A gerund is a verb used as a noun. It always ends in ing. It may be used as a subject, a predicate nominative, or any kind of object including as object of as preposition
	Walking is good exercise.
My favorite exercise is walking.
I like walking.
Lose weight by walking.

	Infinitive
	An infinitive is a verb that usually has the word to in front of it. Sometimes the to is omitted, but that will not happen this year without a warning from your teacher. Infinitives can be nouns, adjectives, or adverbs.
	The player to watch is John.
